FIELD TRIALS
Date: May 27, 2010
To: All Clubs Licensed to Hold Pointing Breed Field Trials

Subject: Flexible Format Option

Every club holding Pointing Breed Field Trials at some point is faced with the question of how to handle
an unexpected number of gas. The trial format (courses and order of stakes) given in the Premium is
based on the clubds experience and i s Andssue t o b
arises when entries are larger than expeictetdat can we do to handilee extra entries

Currently the answer is that if a Premium states a numeric limit on the size of the trial, including a daylight
hours limit, the club can not change the trial forndsed on the number of calls received in the office, the
issue of darger than expected entry is occurring more frequeiitg proposal explained below is meant to
address this situation. The idea behind the proposal is to allow clubs the flexibility to modify their trial
format if they have the resources to do so &/t the same time assuring trial participants have the
information needed to plan their activities.

This proposal is being sent to all clubs licensed to hold Pointing Breed Field TrredsPerformance
Events Department is asking for your review anthment. Individuals as well as clubs may respond.

The following, if adopted, wilbe an addition to the Standard Procedures section of the Pointing Breed Field
Trial Rule Book.

Flexible Format Optioni Limiting Entries with Option to Add Courses or Rearrange the Order of Stakes

The publication of a field trial format (courses amdler of stakes) depicts the manner in which the host
club expects to run the trial based on their previous experigdceasionally an unexpected large or small
entry occurs.The flexible format option allows for the limiting of entries but also give$iost club the
discretion to add a course(s) or rearrange the running order of the stakes if needed to efficiently
accommodate more or less entries than expedfdtie club sees the need and has the resources for the
addition of a course(s) or rearrging the running order of the stakes, then the club must make this decision
before the drawing and make every effort to inform all affected participdhis.event secretary must be
available to accept callsChanges should remain as close as possibtbé original format.If a day is
added, full refund of entry fees must be provided to participants unable to altenday is added or
deleted from those shown on the premium, the AKC Performance Events office must be netidd. (E
PerformanceEvents@akc.9rd he addition or changing of judges from those originally advertised is not
allowed.

The club must indicate the possibility of using the flexibledboption by stating in the premium that the
club reserves the right to rearrange the running order if entries warrdhe club may also specify an
absolute limit on entries, either as a specific number of dogs for the trial, or for any stake, anas bes

of dogs that can be judged within daylight houlfsthe club does not reserve the right to rearrange the
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running order and an absolute limit on entries is specified, the club cannot add courses or rearrange the
running order of the stakes.

This proposal should be considered from the prospective of both the event giving club and the trial
participant. There is a balance between providing clubs flexibility in how they run a trial and assuring
participants understand the format so they may blain &ctivities.

Due to their natural curiosity, their lowd digging, and their tendency to consume anything they come across,
dogs are at a high risk for accidental poisoning. This can be particularly true in spring, as front gardens and
backyards come to life with new growth, and as dogs and their ownersmepentime outdoors.

T Toxic bulbs, plants and flowers include tulips, hyacinths, daffodils, certain lilies, crocus, and lily of the
valley. See a detailed chart here.

T Harmful fertilizers and ground cover include cocoa mulch, blood meal, bone meal, and any fertilizer
containing disulfoton or organopsphates.

Store all poisonous substances in your home, garage, and yard out of reach of your curious canine, and blocl

access to potentially harmful bulbs and flowers. If you suspect your dog has ingested a poison, call your
veterinarian at once; or didde Pet Poison Helpline at 8@20.3-6680.
