Pointing Breed Field Trial Rules. 
 

The AKC Board recently approved a change to the regulations governing Pointing Breed Field Trials to 

allow local clubs to hold up to three horseback trials per calendar year.   This change takes effect 

immediately. 

  

Pointing Breed Field Trial Clubs Now Allowed to Hold Three Horseback Trials Per Year. 

Effective immediately: Chapter 3, Section 5.  Number of Events Per Year.  Local clubs are limited 

to a maximum of four licensed field trials within a calendar year.  No more than three of these may be 

ñhorsebackò trials.Holding horseback trials is not mandatory.  A club may hold up to four ñall-walkingò 

trials per calendar year.

CHIC Goals: 
¶ To work with parent clubs in the identification of health issues for which a central information system 

should be established.  

¶ To establish and maintain a central health information system in a manner that will support research into 

canine disease and provide health information to owners and breeders.  

¶ To establish scientifically valid diagnostic criteria for the acceptance of information into the database.  

¶ To base the availability of information on individually identified dogs at the consent of the owner.  

 

CHIC requirements for German Shorthaired Pointers. Members should know that these are standard tests 

prior to breeding and what you should look for in pedigree listings. 

  

Cardiac: can be done at 1 year of age. 

CERF: should be done yearly until age 6 then every 2 years. 

Hip: has to be 2 years old. 

Elbows: have to be 1 year old. 

CD: any age
